Bursary Guidelines

Organisations that are members of Film Hub South East can apply for a bursary to support the training and professional development needs of staff / volunteers if they are screening at least 12 films per year. Priority will be given to applications that best fit in with the priorities of the BFI’s 2022 strategy and the strategic aims of Film Hub South East. 

For successful applicants, Film Hub South East can fund up to 90% of the costs of training course fees, travel and accommodation costs related to attending training, and other costs related to professional development. However, in most cases we would not expect to fund more than 70% of the cost. 

Please note attendance at international film festivals is not eligible. Bursary funds are limited and unfortunately we will not be able to support every application. 

Bursaries of up to £750 are available (inclusive of VAT).  Organisations can only receive a maximum of £750 in the period April 2020 to March 2021 so please be sure to discuss plans with your colleagues before applying. These monies can be used towards the following costs:
